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Introduction

This is the first ‘definitive’ edition of this work following feedback from the preliminary issue to the BAPC membership in 1996. Historically, it came about after the Smithsonian Institution ceased publication of its world-wide listing of preserved aero-engines in the early 1980s, when the then Curator of the Derby Industrial Museum, Brian Waters, took on the task for BAPC, limiting its scope to the British Isles.

The Rolls-Royce Heritage Trust has now taken on the formidable task of urging and assisting Council member groups in the listing(and sometimes identification(of engines in their collections to bring the publication up to date. Special acknowledgement is due to Tom Smith of the Coventry branch who circulated questionnaires to members and collated their responses. 

Since this Register is available outside BAPC membership, its content is not confined to members, and endeavours have been made to include as many collections of non-members as are known.

The original caveat remains: Organisations and owners tend to change, sometimes quite rapidly, and it can be difficult to keep up with the movements of the engines affected in this way. Hence, some of the locations and engines listed may have 'gone away' and the continued existence of the engines cannot be guaranteed. Some ‘loan’ engines may appear in the list under both owner and borrower.

The Register includes both displayed engines and those installed in aircraft, airworthy or static, as they are still ‘preserved’ even if hidden by the cowlings around them. However, it is also quite possible that some of the engines listed may not be on open display and it would be advisable to check this out with the holder before making a special visit. Please note that the inclusion of a specific engine in this list does not imply that it is on display, or give right of access to it.

Continuous feedback from BAPC membership would be extremely helpful to keep the records correct for future amended issues of the Register. Only in this way can the listing be considered to be a success, especially as it is now available outside BAPC membership. 

Finally, on behalf of BAPC, I would like to thank the Rolls-Royce Corporate Heritage Office for its invaluable assistance in the production this booklet.
